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Are You Ready For Revival?

Recently, I received the following words when I asked the Lord to 
give me the subject for my first article for the Telis, ÒAre you ready for 
revival?Ó  He also brought to mind words He gave me in the beginning of 
January 2010, ÒPraise me until the roof comes down and my glory will fall.Ó  
Revival, according to WebsterÕs Dictionary is a gaining back of strength or 
importance and revive means to bring back to life.  In a Christian application, 
revival is a period of unusual blessing, an awakening to the presence of God, 
where He works in the hearts of men in a deep way causing a strengthening 
of spirit and in some people a restoration of life. 

For several months, IÕve been searching the internet for evidence of 
revival and to see how the Holy Spirit is moving in other Catholic 
Charismatic groups and Christian churches throughout the world.  There are 
amazing reports of people being raised from the dead, the blind seeing, the 
deaf hearing, whole congregations seeing angels during praise and worship, 
and gold dust and gems appearing out of nowhere.

In 1994, a revival of Holy Laughter 
occurred at the Presentation B.V.M. Parish of 
Monsignor Vincent Walsh.  From his article on 
the internet 
(http://my.coredcs.com/~rsommers/revival.htm), 
Experiencing Revival in the Catholic Church, he 
wrote, ÒRevival, the special presence of God 
predominates.  Our goal is not just hearing GodÕs 
word but Òpressing inÓ and being touched by His 
glory and changed by His presence.  The Revival 
Prayer Meeting is simpler.  GodÕs power is 
greater and quicker.  We are still learning but a 
definite shift has happened.  GodÕs new glory 
cannot be communicated just by hearing a 
unique prophetic word.  GodÕs glory comes 
directly to the soul who experiences His special 
presence.Ó 

From the LordÕs own words to me, the 
key to moving into his presence is praise; the 
kind that brings the roof downÉ 

When the trumpeters and singers were heard as 
a single voice praising and giving thanks to the 
Lord, and when they raised the sound of the 
trumpets, cymbals and other musical instruments 
to Ògive thanks to the Lord, for he is good, for 
his mercy endures foreverÓ, the building of the 
LordÕs temple was filled with a cloud.  The 
priests could not continue to minister because of 
the cloud, since the LordÕs glory filled the house 
of God.  (2 Chronicles 5: 13-14) 

  

 

 C.S. Lewis wrote, ÒPraise is the means 
by which God reveals Himself to his people.Ó  In 
Glory Invasion, a book by David Herzog, he 
says the Òglory cloudÓ comes when praise turns 
into worship.  Praise is loud, with everyone 
singing, praying in tongues and shouting 
ÒhallelujahÓ.  At some point, everything quiets 
and the praise visibly turns into worship when 
the people start to sway and each person is into 
his/her own personal time with the Lord.  Often 
there will be tears streaming down faces.  ThatÕs 
when the glory is evident.  In his meetings, 
many are healed at this time, just by being there. 
 Of GodÕs glory, Monsignor Walsh 
writes, ÒGod receives glory by pouring out His 
Spirit.  We praise God by receiving His Spirit.  
It might sound backward but God calls us to 
revival so we can receive.  The praise leads to an 
outpouring and prepares us to receive.  During 
the meeting (prayer meeting), JesusÕ words are 
often repeated, ÒReceive the Holy SpiritÓ.  (John 
20: 22)Ó 
 
 Are you ready for revival?  Ask for it. 
 
 
 Ephesians 3: 16-19 
…that he may grant you in accord with 
the riches of his glory to be 
strengthened with power through his 
Spirit in the inner self, and that Christ 
may dwell in your hearts through faith; 
that you rooted and grounded in love, 
may have the strength to comprehend 
with all the holy ones what is the breadth 
and length and height and depth, and to 
know the love of Christ that surpasses 
knowledge, so that you may be filled with 
all the fullness of God.

Praying in Tongues 
Praying in tongues is communicating with God.  When we do not know how to 

pray or what to pray, praying in tongues allows the Spirit in us to do the praying for us.  
The Holy Spirit knows what God wants in every circumstance.  By yielding control of 
our tongues to the Holy Spirit and allowing Him to pray through us, we are allowing 
Him to pray for what is really needed, not what we think is needed. 
 Likewise the Spirit also helps in our weaknesses.  For we do not know what we 
should pray for as we ought, but the spirit Himself makes intercession for us with 
groaning which cannot be uttered.  Now He who searches the hearts knows what the 
mind of the Spirit is, because He makes intercession for the saints according to the will 
of God.  (Romans 8: 26-27) 
 Those who are called to intercession often experience Ògroaning which cannot 
be uttered.Ó  They experience the sorrow and pain of the Spirit.  They not only cry, but 
often will sob in deep anguish, as they get a taste of the sorrow and pain God feels in the 
circumstances in which they are called to intercede.  There is nothing wrong, or unusual 
in this.  History shows many of the Saints having the same type of experiences.  This is 
something between you and God and this is a place where the gift of tongues becomes a 
great blessing. 
 For he who speaks in a tongue does not speak to men but to God, for no one 
understands him; however, in the spirit he speaks mysteries.  (1 Cor 14: 2) 
 Communicating with God through the gift of tongues builds us up.  It helps us 
to reach out in the Spirit to God and to draw closer to Him.  Tongues helps us to build 
our relationship with God. 
Diverse Tongues 

For with stammering lips and another tongue He will speak to this people.   
(Isaiah 28:11) 
 As we grow in openness to the Holy Spirit, the Spirit will modify or add to our 
spiritual vocabulary.  It is not uncommon for individuals, based on their calling, to 
develop multiple prayer languages for various types of prayer.  A language of praise 
appears to be the most common, but languages for intercession and deliverance are also 
common.  Many of those who spend long hours in prayer that includes extended periods 
of time praying in tongues have heard language change.  They know, at the time of 
change, the reason for the change.  
 For example, in the midst of large gatherings, where we were all gathered 
together singing in praise, I have often heard my tongue shift from the normal praise 
language to one of intercession, normally with an understanding of who or what I am 
interceding for, but without necessarily knowing why the intercessory prayer is needed.
